This year, | had the great honor of presenting the
award to Mr. David McGuire, the Frst lay Principal in
the history of CBA. Prior to leading CBA, Mr. McGuire
served as a teacher and administrator for thirty-six
years in communities where the students were often
overlooked and where he was needed most.

Senior Student
Research Project

Michael Tan '25 turned his passion project into reality when
he presented his research study to the review board at Glens
Falls Hospital. His study involved the effects of classical
music to reduce pre-procedure blood pressure in cardiac
patients. His data included initial blood pressure taken
shortly after consent was granted, post blood pressure taken
30 seconds after the 2:00 minute mark of music sample,

and demographics such as age, gender, pre existing blood
pressure-related conditions. After his three month research
study was completed he presented that out of the 36 patients
surveyed, 32 showed a decrease of either systolic or diastolic
blood pressure, and that the majority of patients benefted
from classical music exposure, particularly those in the male
gender group. Michael also had the chance to speak with
local News Channel 10 about his project, experience and his
aspirations to get involved with medicine after graduation.
